Preparing for Your Visit
Please refer to your appointment letter for specific information 
about your appointment. Any medication should be taken as 
prescribed on the day of the appointment. Please bring the 
following information:

•	 Health insurance card and a photo ID

•	 Primary care physician’s name, address and phone number

•	 School’s name, address and phone number

•	 All adaptive equipment currently being used (e.g., AFO braces, 
canes, walker, hearing aids, glasses, communication systems, etc.)

•	 Updated or recent medical and educational records

•	 List of current medications, including dosage

•	 Completed questionnaires you may have received before  
your visit

Consent for Treatment
It is necessary that the appropriate person accompany the patient 
to the appointment to provide legal consent for treatment, and 
to make care decisions. Please bring any legal documentation 
pertaining to the patient’s guardianship or custody, and to the 
right of a parent or agency to provide consent and make decisions 
on behalf of the patient, or to the ability of the patient to consent 
to treatment and make decisions on the patient’s own behalf. A 
copy will be added to the patient’s medical record. No additional 
paperwork is required for biological or legally adopted children.

Insurance and Referrals
Please be aware of your insurance benefits and authorization or 
referral requirements. If you have commercial insurance or no 
insurance coverage, payment is expected at the time of your visit  
for noncovered services. Referrals may be faxed in advance to our 
Care Management Office at 443-923-7405. The referral must 
identify Kennedy Krieger Institute as the service provider.

All HMO patients must bring a referral with authorization 
from a primary care physician. HMO patients who arrive 
without a referral will be asked to sign a waiver and pay for the  
visit at the time of services.

Billing
For billing purposes, our outpatient center is designated as an 
outpatient hospital facility. You may receive two bills for each 
appointment—one from our physicians and one from the hospital. 
Both bills represent charges incurred during your visit:

•	 Your hospital bill includes charges for use of the hospital facility 
and any tests or procedures done during your appointment.

•	 The physician bill includes the cost of medical care, along with 
costs involving review and interpretation of your diagnostic tests.

Additional services, such as physical therapy, occupational therapy, 
laboratory tests and radiology, may be needed during your 
appointment. If provided, those services will be billed separately, 
and you may be subject to additional charges. For your convenience, 
we accept cash, checks and most major credit cards.

Get Connected to MyChart!
From a smartphone or a computer, MyChart is a secure, easy-to-use 
way for patients to access some of their medical information, and for 
parents to access important medical information about their child, 
at home or on the go. MyChart is FREE, secure and available 24/7. 
To sign up, get a MyChart activation code during your next visit. 
You can also visit KennedyKrieger.org/MyChart to learn more or 
to sign up.

Portable Health Profile Tool
At Kennedy Krieger, we emphasize the importance of creating 
a Portable Health Profile Tool—a personal health document 
containing important and current health information, such as 
your personal health history, emergency contact information, 
and information on insurance, medical conditions, allergies and

medications. The Portable Health Profile Tool can help you take 
a more active role in your healthcare—you will maintain the tool 
yourself—and it will keep all of your critical health-related information 
in one place.

In accordance with healthcare regulations to protect the privacy of all 
patients, families and staff members, taking photographs or videos of 
anyone other than one’s own family members is not permitted without 
proper authorization. If you feel your confidentiality has been violated 
in any way, please contact the Office of Compliance at 443-923-1843.

Healing and Meditation Spaces
The outpatient center at 801 North Broadway features an outdoor 
Therapeutic Healing Garden to promote healing in a natural, 
aesthetically-pleasing environment. The garden includes a labyrinth and 
three outdoor therapy rooms, where therapists help patients practice 
real-world challenges. We encourage our patients and their families 
to use the garden during their visits. Please remember that Kennedy 
Krieger is a nonsmoking facility, which includes the garden area.

Additionally, Kennedy Krieger offers the Lana Warren Reflection 
Room. This room is a multi-faith healing and meditation space located 
on the eighth floor of the outpatient center at 1741 Ashland Avenue. 
The room is a place for prayer, meditation and spiritual contemplation. 
Literature from a variety of faiths, kneelers for worship, movable chairs, 
a stained-glass window and space for prayer rugs are available to visitors.

Dining Options
The Nook Cafe, vending machines and a microwave oven are located 
on the second floor of the outpatient center. There are food options 
throughout the adjacent Johns Hopkins medical campus. Maps are 
available at the security desk.

Lodging
Many hotels and motels throughout the greater Baltimore 
area work with Kennedy Krieger to provide lodging for our 
patients and their families. Lodging may also be available 
through the Ronald McDonald House and the Believe 
in Tomorrow Children’s House at Johns Hopkins. We 
will be glad to work with you in selecting lodging that 
best meets your needs, or we can provide an extensive list 
of accommodations for your convenience. Be sure to ask 
for the Johns Hopkins/Kennedy Krieger discount when 
making your reservations.

Parking is free at all locations. Although 801 North 
Broadway is at the corner of Madison Street and Broadway, 
you should continue north on Broadway for another block 
and turn right on Ashland Avenue. Then, take the first 
right turn, into the driveway of 801 North Broadway, to 
enter the parking circle. If you wish to use valet parking, 
proceed to the canopy area (do not enter the garage). Our 
parking attendants will assist you. If you wish to self-park, 
use the garage to your left, facing the parking circle.
